AIMS
The primary aim of the café is to mix with, befriend and encourage the youth in the Cafe, sharing the gospel and
noting any specific needs amongst the delegates, whilst being able to offer a high level of service to customers.

RESPONSIBLE TO: Café Team Leader

RESPONSIBILITIES:

e To assist in the sale and service of goods in the Cafe under the direction of the Team Leader; adhere to
health and safety regulations; maintain the appearance of the venue; take responsibility for security in the
venue.

e To ensure guidelines for recycling are put into practice by delegates and to carry out procedures as directed

by the Team Leader.

e Build relationships with the youth in the Cafe and identify those with specific needs, who are being
disruptive, who are carrying alcohol/drugs etc. Report all such cases to your Team Leader, who will in turn
liase with other appropriate team leaders.

e Report all disclosures of past and present abuse of any nature to your Team Leader. Do not promise
confidentiality.

e Discuss with Leader/s any delegates wanting/needing any involved ministry.

e Liase closely with the Detached and Stewarding teams.

e Pray for delegates under the direction of the Enabling Coordinators in the main morning and evening
meetings.

CONCESSIONS:

Café Team members receive a free pass and will work an afternoon and evening shift. (Approx 8 hours per
day). Your first meal will be an evening meal on the first day of the event (Day 1, 30t July) and your last
meal will be on the evening of the final day of the event (Day 5, 3" August). You are responsible for
providing your own accommodation. (You’ll have a team t-shirt for the week but this must be returned).
